Dear Parent:

This information will explain exactly what you need to bring for Preschool Registration.

1. Birth Certificate – Your child’s birth certificate must be presented at the time of registration.  If you don’t have a birth certificate, please call this number for information on how to obtain one 724-656-3100.  Information is also available on the following website:  www.health.state.pa.us/vitalrecords or www.vitalcheck.com.  Please bring a hospital certificate as proof of birth until you get the birth certificate.

2. Social Security Number – If you don’t have a number for your child, you can call 607-936-3743 or 1-800-772-1213 or go to www.socialsecurit.gov for information on how to obtain a Social Security Number.

3. Immunization Record – You must bring the original immunization record with the doctor’s signature – dates alone are not adequate proof of immunization.  In order to protect school children against serious and sometimes fatal diseases, the state of Pennsylvania has a law requiring certain immunizations before a child can be enrolled in school.  These immunizations include: 

a. Diphtheria and Tetanus – four or more properly spaced doses of DPT, DtaP, Td, or DT, or any combination of the three with one dose administered on or after the fourth birthday.

b. Polio – three or more properly spaced doses of polio vaccine.

 

c. Hepatitis B – three properly spaced doses of hepatitis B vaccine.

d. MMR II – measles, mumps, rubella – two properly spaced doses.

e. Varicella (chicken pox) – Age-appropriate doses of Varicella Vaccine:  Two doses of Varicella vaccine; or a written statement from the parent, guardian, healthcare provider, physician or physician’s designee that the child has had Varicella disease.
