Minutes

May 27, 2009
A work session of the Board of Directors of the Galeton Area School District was held Wednesday evening, May 27, 2009 in the Music Room of the Galeton School Building.

The meeting was called to order by President Marlene Parsell at 6:34 p.m.

The following Directors were present: Bonita Stover, Michael Hoza, Sue Ann Smith, Sam Bollock, Deanna Detwiler, and Marlene Parsell. Mark Beacker and April Rukgaber were absent.
Others present included Superintendent Dave Wishard, Principal Larry Smith and Business Manager/Board Secretary Melissa Sullivan. 
Board Secretary Melissa Sullivan took attendance as noted above. 

Board Members and all others present recited the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag.
Superintendent David Wishard discussed a lot of property that we just discovered we owned in Hector Township. The property used to be the site of the old school house in Sunderlinville. There is a person who just purchased the adjoining land and is interested in purchasing this lot. Our solicitor advised that we should not sell the land due to the expense and lengthy court hearings. He stated that is would cost an estimated $10,000 in just court fees. 
Superintendent David Wishard also discussed the other land item on the north side of campus. He stated that since the last board meeting that letters have gone out to those land owners’ with the life lease discussed. He also stated that a letter went out to the land owner that has the fence that is on our property asking him to remove it due to liability issues. Mr. Wishard stated that the next action if they do not contact us or remove the fence to a letter from our solicitor. 

Superintendent David Wishard also stated that the Board Members put in many, many hours and that this is a family. He suggested that board members with children or grandchildren graduating have the opportunity to hand the diploma to their student at graduation. The Board Members thought this was a good idea. 

Superintendent David Wishard also stated that two students did not make it to walk on graduation. He stated that both are planning to take the program through Bloomsburg University and upon completion will 
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receive their diploma from Galeton Area School District.  He also stated that one student has completed everything for graduation but has chosen not to walk. Therefore, 29 students will participate in Graduation.
Mr. Wishard also discussed the summer maintenance help applicants. He stated that we have 4 applicants and that 2 have responded and are scheduled for the interviews. We are waiting to hear from the other two. Mr. Wishard would like to hire all four which would be a cost of $7,780 if each person shows up everyday for work. 

Business Manager informed the Board that the District received a check from Senator Scarnati for $10,000 to cover our cost of the alternative education program. 

Principal Larry Smith discussed Curriculum changes with the board for the 2009/10 school year. He began with the certificate the school received for participating in the John Hopkins SAT for 7th & 8th grade students. We had nine students participate; three 8th graders and six 7th graders. We had one student, Nick Locke, receive Distinction in Reading which is a score of at least 502. He stated that all students scored at least in the 400’s. However, we had 28 students who were eligible to participate which we are going to work on to getting all students to participate in future years. 

Principal Larry Smith also discussed the 100’s Book Club that Mrs. Perry has implemented. The program consists of grades K-3. This year we had 83 students achieve the 100 book goal or higher. The highest number of books read by one student was 954. The next top readers read 676, 600, 502, and 470 books. Overall, approximately 8700 books were read this year. 

Principal Larry Smith also discussed Dual Enrollment courses for the 09/10 school year. We will have 19 credits available to our students in 11th and 12th grade next year in English Composition, American Government, Wellness, Intro to Sports Medicine, Literature, Office Procedures, and First Year Experience course. We currently have between 10 & 18 students interested in taking these courses. 
Mr. Smith also discussed combining 11th and 12th English classes to make 2 semesters in one year. This will allow options such as British Literature, American Literature, Modern Literature, Communications, and Drama. He would also like to have a PSSA Remediation Class in the schedule as well.

Mr. Smith also discussed combining Physical Education classes with 7th and 8th grade together, 9th and 10th grade together, and 11th and twelfth grade together to allow for two sections of each gym class. This will allow for more options for the students. A question was raised about if band would be one section and Mr. Smith stated that it would be. 
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Mr. Smith informed the Board that the Blood Drive was a success. There were 40 students signed up and 25 units collected. He also let the Board know that we had a Federal Program Monitoring and everything went well except for a minor issue with analyzing student scores. 

The Board of Directors have graduation seats available and if they were interested they were to contact the school. 

President, Marlene Parsell read a Thank You note from the PA Mountain Jambori that was held at the school thanking us for the use of our facility.

Bonita Stover mentioned that the Sports Banquet was very nice.

There being no further business to come before the Board of Directors Deanna Detwiler made a motion with a second by Bonita Stover to adjourn the meeting at 8:11 p.m. All were in favor. Motion carried.
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
